The Creed 

Let us declare our faith in the 
resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ.

he was buried;  
he was raised to life on the third 
day in accordance with the 
Scriptures; afterwards he appeared 
to his followers, and to all the 
apostles:  
this we have received,  
and this we believe. Amen.

All  We lift them to the Lord.

All It is right to give thanks and praise. 

The president continues ending 
…sing for ever the hymn of your glory: 

All  Holy, holy, holy Lord, 
God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your 
glory. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
Blessed is he who comes in the 
name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 

The president continues ending 
…until he comes in glory.

All Lord, by you r cross and 
resurrection

You are the Saviour of the world. 

The president continues ending 
…O loving Father, for ever and ever. 

All Amen. 

The Lord’s Prayer  

Rejoicing in God’s new creation,  
as our Saviour taught us, so we pray.

Prayer after Communion 

The Dismissal 

The president uses a blessing ending 
 … and remain with you always. 
Amen. 

Go in the peace of Christ.  
Alleluia! Alleluia! 

All Thanks be to God. Alleluia! Alleluia!
